. Additional steps to control mosquitoes outdoors

Outdoor spraying alone will not keep your yard free of mosquitoes. Follow these additional steps to help
reduce the number of mosquitoes outside your home:

0O Once aweek, empty and scrub, turn over, cover, or throw out any items that hold water,
like flowerpot saucers, birdbaths, toys, buckets, and trash containers.

O Regularly mow your lawn and cut down weeds near your house.
O Keeprain barrelstightly covered or screened.
O Keeprain guttersclean.
